Scunthorpe is a steel town and I am proud of that heritage and the skilled people working in the industry.  I do not accept, however, that Scunthorpe residents should endure the second worst air pollution in Britain which causes obvious effects to health, as borne out by the fact that 1 in 7 residents are affected by Asthma. This is not an acceptable consequence of the steelworks and is not something that we should be expected to endure. 

I request that a full and transparent independent review of Scunthorpe’s air quality be undertaken. The review should include interested members of the public and should examine the effects of pollution on the health of the town, the longstanding and familiar relationship between the Steelworks, North Lincolnshire Council & Environment Agency would also bear scrutiny. 
It has been reported that £500 million of investment is needed to bring the Scunthorpe plant up to current EU air pollution standards. Greybull have pledged to invest £400 million across the whole of the newly named British Steel Company, this leaves a massive shortfall of investment and it seems likely that no investment will be made into reducing pollution in Scunthorpe. Tata failed to meet the 2016 EU air pollution target, British Steel should now state its commitment to meet the revised 2024 target date.

My demand for action to resolve the pollution caused by the steelworks, and the damage that it does to the health of the people of Scunthorpe, does not detract from my commitment to the steelworks: rather it asserts my right, and that of my family, to be healthy.
